Lichens — [n=8]

Aspicilia caesiocinerea [blue-gray]. “One of the most ubiquitous of lichens on 
granite rocks, covering large areas and giving the rock a gray color.”

Candelariella rosulans [making small rosettes]. “Most crustose yellow lichens belong to 
Candelariella. . . . Most grow on rocks, but a few occur on bark and dead 
wood…. All visible parts [of this species] are the same shade of egg yolk yellow.”

Cf, Rhizocarpon geographicum [map-like]. “These chartreuse yellow and black lichens 
are abundant all over the world, and their species are often very difficult to 
distinguish from each other.”

Rhizoplaca [Lecanora] chrysoleuca [yellow-white]. “The apothecia [fruiting bodies] re 
orange or yellow-orange, and thallus is rigid and can easily be removed from the 
rock with a pen-knife. In very sunny places the apothecia are brightly colored, 
paler in the shade. Very common on granitic rocks.” 

Umbilicaria sp. “Several small species of Umbilicaria are frequent on shaded granite 
boulders in the foothills canyons. They are dark brown or black.” 

Usnea lapponica Foliose on tree bark

Xanthoria elegans [elegant]. “Very abundant on rocks and cliffs, especially around 
hunting perches and seepage lines below rodent latrines (tolerant of or requiring 
nitrogenous compounds.”

Cf. Xanthoria falax. Found on bark of Rocky Mountain Juniper.
